	Knowledge of parenting and concrete support in times of need is supported by opportunities for parents to share resources and ideas with each other.
	Submission of themes and questions reveal the opportunity for sharing amongst parents.

Parent Café Evaluations demonstrate that at least 50% of parents have learned about a new resource (question # 2e) and plan to change a parenting practice (questions # 2g – 2k).  

	Parents are respected for their wisdom and experience. They are supported as their child’s first and best teacher. 
	Parent Cafés are led by parents who serve as hosts and facilitators. Parents in this role must be parents residing in the communities where Parent Cafés are being offered.
	Parent Café sign-in sheet that identify assigned Parent Hosts.

	
	Parent hosts and facilitators must complete the Parent Café host training.
	Sign-in sheets and agenda for training – include names of trainer. 

	
	Parent hosts and facilitators receive support in their role.
	Parent Host reflection forms- collected after each session.

	Parents report a benefit from their participation in Parent Cafés. Sessions are relevant to the parent population being served.
	Parent Café coordinator must complete the Ohio Parent Café coordinator training.
	Training certificate.

	
	Parent Café coordinator must offer at least one Parent Café series of 3 sessions per year
	Sign-in sheets and marketing materials.

	
	Evaluations are collected after each Parent Café.
	Parent Café evaluations indicate at least 75% of parents learned something new.

	
	Barriers that prevent parents from attending the Parent Café are addressed. 
	Parent Café plan includes strategies for removing barriers – i.e. time of day, child care, location etc.

Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café Certified Coordinator

Certification Process:

To be certified as a Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café Coordinator, individuals must complete the following:

1. Complete Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café Coordinator Training conducted by an approved trainer.
2. Conduct a Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café series (at least 1 series of 3 sessions) in adherence to the Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café Model and submit the following items to the Ohio Children’s Trust Fund within 1 calendar year of attending the coordinator training:

a. Copy of pre and post Parent Café evaluations from parents attending a Parent Café series:
i. Parent Café evaluations demonstrate that at least 50% of parents have connected with another parent and report plans to change how they take care of themselves.
ii. Parent Café evaluations demonstrate that at least 50% of parents have learned about a new resource and plan to change a parenting practice.
b. Copy of sign-in sheet from Parent Host training session that includes county and community of residence for parent hosts and name(s) of trainer(s)
c. Parent Café sign-in sheet that identifies assigned Parent Hosts.

d. Copy of agenda for Parent Host training.
e. Copy of Parent Host reflection forms for 3 Parent Café sessions.
f. Copy of sign-in sheet from 3 Parent Café sessions.
g. Copy of marketing materials used to promote 1 Parent Café series.
3. Maintain and provide the following information to the Ohio Children’s Trust Fund upon request:
a. Data regarding when and where Parent Café Coordinators are operating Parent Cafés.
b. Data regarding the number of people served in the community where cafés were offered.
Submission Process:

All items detailed on this Fidelity Checklist must be completed within 1 year of attending the Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café Coordinator Training and submitted to the Ohio Children’s Trust Fund to be considered valid. Trainees whose completed documents demonstrate adherence to the Strengthening Families Ohio Parent Café model will be identified by the Ohio Children’s Trust Fund as an Ohio certified Parent Café Coordinator.
